Regular Session

CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL – 7:30 P.M.

ESTABLISH A QUORUM AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


The Board of School Trustees of the John Glenn School Corporation met in regular session at 7:30 p.m. on October 6, 2009 in the John Glenn Administration Building.  Board members present were Curt Pletcher, Mike Daube, Bill Groves, Joe Lowry, Tom McCormick, and Jeff Johnson.  Hal Patterson arrived at 7:45 p.m.  The Superintendent, Richard Reese, and eleven observers were also in attendance.  The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance led by school board president Curt Pletcher.

Approve Update to 401A Qualified Retirement Plan



Adoption of the resolution and restated adoption agreement with addendum requires board approval to make the current 401A plan compliant with the IRS regulations.  VALIC has updated its Governmental volume Submitter Plan, as required by the IRS regulations, to incorporation provisions of the Economic Growth and Tax Relief Reconciliation Act of 2001 (“EGTRRA”) and subsequent legislation and the IRS has approved the updated document.  Plans that are currently using VALIC’s Governmental Volume Submitter Plan document must adopt the updated version of the document.

Biodiesel Fuel Report – Cindy King



Cindy King, Transportation Director, reported on the biodiesel fuel trial that was ran on Mr. Bill Millar‘s bus.  The trial was done for two months and compared regular diesel with biodiesel fuel.  The biodiesel resulted in approximately one-half mile more per gallon of gas.  The cost per gallon of biodiesel fuel is higher than regular diesel but the range is minimal to significant depending on the current price of fuel.  Biodiesel has a tendency to attract moisture, which would require filters to be changed on the buses more often.  Another update will be given in the spring after another trial has been performed.

Superintendent’s Report


The superintendent provided the school board with the final ADM report for 2009.  They were also provided with the 2008 ADM to use as a comparison.  The JGSC is down three and a half students from 1794 to 1790.5 this year.  


The superintendent informed the board that an agreement has been reached regarding the current arbitration.  Additionally, JESSE is in the process of decentralizing and more information will be provided in the future.

BOARD COMMENTS AND QUESTIONS

Joe Lowry reported on the JGHS capacitors.  JGSC was overcharged due to faulty meters and we will receive credit on our account in the future.  The specific amount of the overcharge will be discussed at a future meeting.

Joe Lowry and a friend had a guided tour of JGHS earlier in the day by Mr. Winchell.  Mr. Lowry’s friend was impressed with the cleanliness of the school, all the offerings to the students, and the technology students have access to.  All the students were on task in the rooms they visited, and during passing period the students in the hallway were orderly.  The administration, teachers, and staff were commended for their hard work.


Tom McCormick asked how all of the technology is tracked.  Andy Stegemiller, Technology Coordinator, and the superintendent informed the board that all items receive an asset tag when they are received and it is input into a program.  Every year fixed assets are inventoried.  


Jeff Johnson discussed his experience at his first ISBA Annual Fall Conference.  He was very impressed with the informative sessions offered.  While transferring people at the Fall-O-Ween Festival, a fifth grade student at NLES said the new principal (Janet Carey) at NLES has been effective at stopping bullying and improving classroom conditions.
