After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Jeff Johnson, seconded by Hal Patterson, to approve consent agenda items one through four.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.
NEW BUSINESS
1.
Approve 2008 Indiana Bond Bank Year-End Warrant Assistance Program

John Glenn School Corporation Treasurer, Darlene Flora, explained that the 2008 Indiana Bond Bank Year-End Warrant Assistance Program will extend the maturity of the warrants issued on December 31, 2009 and that are due on June 30, 2009.  Interest owed on the loan and due by June 30, 2009 is in the amount of $6,246.83.  That amount will be paid for out of the Debt Service Fund.
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Hal Patterson, seconded by Tom McCormick, to approve the 2008 Indiana Bond Bank Year-End Warrant Assistance Program.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.

2.  Approve Purchase of Warrants of the John Glenn School Corporation under the Indiana Bond Banks 2009 Mid-Year Funding Program

John Glenn School Corporation does not qualify for this program and received this in error.
3.  Approve Purchase of Warrants of the John Glenn School Corporation under the Indiana Bond Banks 2009 Mid-Year B Funding Program

The purchase of the warrants through the Indiana Bond Banks 2009 Mid-Year B Funding Program will provide John Glenn School Corporation with necessary funds until property tax payments are received from Marshall, St. Joseph, and LaPorte Counties.  These bonds are taxable warrants, therefore interest earned on the warrants will be taxed and be the responsibility of the bond holders.  
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Tom McCormick, seconded by Jeff Johnson, to approve the Purchase of Warrants of the John Glenn School Corporation under the Indiana Bond Banks 2009 Mid-Year B Funding Program.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.

4.  Approve Temporary Advancement Resolution

Darlene Flora, Corporation Treasurer, informed the board that state statute requires all of John Glenn School Corporation’s funds to be in the black by June 30th each year.  As a result of delayed property tax payments from St. Joseph, Marshall, and LaPorte Counties, JGSC needs to temporarily transfer $300,000 from the Rainy Day Fund to the General Fund.  As we receive payments from the counties, the Rainy Day Fund will be paid back. 
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Tom McCormick, seconded by Hal Patterson, to approve the Temporary Advancement Resolution.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.

5.  Approve 1782 Notice

In mid-June, the JGSC received the 2009 budget order, also called the 1782 Notice, for all of John Glenn School Corporation’s funds.  The budget order required JGHS to cut $877,000 from the Capital Projects Fund and $251,000 from the General Fund.  
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Tom McCormick, seconded by Jeff Johnson, to approve the 1782 Notice.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.

6.  Approve UMS 2009-2010 Student Handbook

UMS added cell phone language recommended by the ISBA and legal counsel Dave Emmert.  The wording is the same as what was added to the JGHS handbook.

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Hal Patterson, seconded by Jeff Johnson, to approve the UMS 2009-2010 Student Handbook.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.
7.  Approve WES/NLES 2009-2010 Student Handbooks

WES and NLES added the cell phone language recommended by the ISBA and legal counsel Dave Emmert.  This same language was also added to the JGHS and UMS handbooks.  Other changes that were made involved reducing the length of the handbook and taking out duplicate language.

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Jeff Johnson, seconded by Joe Lowry, to approve the WES/NLES 2009-2010 Student Handbooks.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote.

8.  Approve 2009-2010 Cafeteria Prices

10.  Approve Summer School Personnel Changes


The following changes were made to the summer school staffing:  Chris Allen resigned; Vicky Tucker – Title I Aide for four hours/day; Dyan Phillips – five day contract for seventh grade math; Damon Groves – four day contract for high school government; Brandon Berger – one hour/day to assist in the cafeteria for the summer food program; and Jessica Barth – aide for four hours/day.

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Tom McCormick, seconded by Jeff Johnson, to approve the summer school personnel changes.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote

11.  Approve Summer Credit Recovery Aide – Sarah Turner


Sarah Turner will be the summer credit recovery aide during summer school afternoons for three to three and half hours per day.  LaVille offered the Novinet Software to John Glenn High School to use during the summer.  There are currently thirteen students enrolled in the credit recovery program.  

After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Tom McCormick, seconded by Joe Lowry, to approve Sarah Turner as the summer credit recovery aide.  The motion was approved by a five to zero vote
