ESTABLISH A QUORUM AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE


The Board of School Trustees of the John Glenn School Corporation met in regular session at 7:30 p.m. on May 19, 2009 in the John Glenn Administration Building.  Board members present were Curt Pletcher, Tom McCormick, Bill Groves, Mike Daube, Joe Lowry and Jeff Johnson.  Hal Patterson was absent.  The Superintendent, Richard Reese, and sixteen observers were also in attendance.  The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance led by NLES Peacemakers, Cheyenne Garrett, Joel Hadden, Bryce Lemert, Ashton Pease, Samantha Peterson, Lucas Stegemiller, Rachel Tucker and Barry West.
RECOGNITIONS

Tim Davis, Principal of Walkerton Elementary School, invited the superintendent and school board to the annual 6th grade celebration to be held on Tuesday, May 26th in the gymnasium at 7:00 p.m.  Amy Weiss received a certificate of participation for WES from Northwestern University’s Midwest Talent Search.  All kindergarten, first and second grade teachers were recognized for their hard work in identifying high abilities students for next school year.  High Ability Coordinator, Amy Weiss, worked with all the teachers and they all put in many hours of work to make the new identification procedure pilot run smoothly.  The SWOOP groups (Title I), Lyn Sumpter and support staff were congratulated for a successful year with Title I.  
Richard Reese, Superintendent, read recognitions on behalf of North Liberty Elementary School.  According to the Star Reading Test the average rate of gain, from the beginning to the end of the school year, for NLES students in reading was 1.4 years with the time between tests being .8 years.  This is a good rate of progress.  The superintendent and school board were invited to the NLES spring concert for grades four, five, and six on May 21, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.  The NLES sixth grade celebration is on May 26, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. and the end of year teacher luncheon is on May 28, 2009 at noon.  A power point from Amy Weiss was shown of NLES students that visited Notre Dame.  Val Clauss presented a letter from Andy Stull who is in the Air Force and stationed in Iraq. NEW BUSINESS
1.
Approve Social Studies Textbook Adoption

 Mark Maudlin, JGHS Assistant Principal, worked with a number of parents and corporation teachers to select the social studies textbooks for grades K-12.  These textbooks will be used from 2009 through 2016.  
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Joe Lowry, seconded by Tom McCormick, to approve the Social Studies textbook adoption.  The motion was approved by a six to zero vote.

2.  Approve Purchase over $5,000 – 72 Passenger School Bus and 54 Passenger School Bus

The bids for a 72 regular passenger bus and a 54 passenger special education bus were obtained through the NIESC for a total cost of $160,985.  In 2008 JGSC budgeted approximately $193,000 in anticipation of the need to purchase these buses.  The buses will be purchased from Midwest Transit and are International buses with emissions prior to 2009.  The 72 passenger bus will be available immediately and the special education bus should be ready by the beginning of the 2009-10 school year.  
After some discussion, a motion was made by Bill Groves, seconded by Joe Lowry, to approve the purchase over $5,000 of a 72 passenger and a 54 passenger school bus.  The motion was approved by a six to zero vote.

3.
Approve Purchase over $5,000 – Asphalt at NLES

Bids were received for asphalt work to be done at NLES to repair the drive in front of the building.  The bid was awarded to Walsh & Kelly Paving Contractors in the amount of $27,490.  They will be doing a full-depth asphalt patch through the middle of the drive and partial resurfacing in specific areas.  The asphalt work will be paid for out of the CPF.
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Bill Groves, seconded by Tom McCormick, to approve the purchase over $5,000 for asphalt work at NLES.  The motion was approved by a six to zero vote.

Approve Purchase over $5,000 – Asphalt at UMS


Bids were received for asphalt work to be done at UMS.  The bid was awarded to Asphalt Restoration Services (ARS) in the amount of $13,420.05 to repair, crack and seal, and do line striping.  This work will be paid for out of the CPF.
After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Mike Daube, seconded by Bill Groves, to approve the purchase over $5,000 for asphalt work at UMS.  The motion was approved by a six to zero vote.
